society.

3. Explore the representation of inclusion in Brenna‘s works, highlighting instances of

resistance against ableism and their impact on broader awareness and acceptance



4. Analyse the overall influence of Brenna‘s writings on the discourse surrounding ableism,

literature, and societal attitudes towards disability
