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CHAPTER-1

INTRODUCTION

Indian writing in English has come quiet a long way from the mere use of English language as the authentic tool for expressing ones idea, thoughts, concepts and imagination. Indian writers in English have made the most significant contribution to the field of the novel. After the publication of Bankimchandra Chatterjee’s Rajmohan’s Wife in 1864. The Indian English novel has grown considerably in a bulk. The development of Indian English novel follows certain definite patterns, and it was not difficult to trace its gradual progression from the imitative stage, to the realistic stage, to psychological stage, to the experimental stage.

  The history of Indian poetry, like the elemental evolution of other genres in art and performance from ancient times, was commenced from the Hindu religions flourishing and their various classified sections for penning treaties and discourses for the upcoming generation to be verily boosted. The poetry in India was framed and composed in numerous Indian languages such as Vedic. Sanskrit, classical Sanskrit, Tamil, Kannada, Bengali and Urdu followed by the various other gradually developing languages to come up with masterpiece creations in poetry and poetic diction. Coming out from the cast of ancient Indian poetry, the present poetic scenario also is of much attention, roughly beginning from the pre-independence era, post Indian renaissance under the hands of men like Rabindranath Tagore, Michael Madhusdan Datt, Rishi Aurobindo and Swami Vivekananda. Indian poetry absolutely did ponder upon the dissimilar and sundry pious and devout traditions that have since prospered in India. Another significant element in India’s sanctified and pious life of divine poetry is this devotional bhakti tradition of Vaishnava Hinduism.


Numerous Indian poets have been voraciously instigated to writ poetry in endeavors to express their almost transcendental mystical experiences. During Post-Independence times, Indian poetry and poetical genres had welcomed to embrace the emergence of the poets, who hailed from the marginal section of the society.


The female poets and their wonderful channeled verses have been an innate part of the Indian poetic history. In historical times, poetesses like Gargi Vachaknavi and Lopamundra, also serviced as philosophers had illuminated the poetical scenario in India, the illustrations lineage of which is still borne in present times, with the scenario being ruled by names like Nabaneeta Dev Sen, Kamala Das, Sujata Bhatt and Umpteen.


The writers did not keep themselves away from the Gandhian philosophy, which consciously or unconsciously entered their creative writing but it was in that phase that we came across excellent novels for the first time as it is evident from Mulk Raj Anand’s Untouchable (1935), R.K.Narayan’s Swami and Friends (1935), and Raja Rao’s Kanthapura (1938). It was R.K.Narayan who first portrayed a purely Indian sensibility. He is India’s most revered and prolific novelist.


Mulk Raj Anand, was born on 12-Dec-1905 he was an Indian writer in English. His first prose essay was a response to the suicide of an aunt, who had been excommunicated by his family for sharing a meal with a Muslim. His first main novel, Untouchable, published in 1935, was a chilling expose of the day-to-day life of a member of India's untouchable caste. He wrote for the people. The first five novels appeared in the following sequence: Untouchable (1935), Coolie (1936), Two Leaves and a Bud (1937), The Village (1939), Across the Black Water (1940). During the last twenty years he has been editing Marg, a high class journal devoted to the arts. Untouchable is the shortest of the novels. In this novel the evil is isolated as caste cruelty on the adolescent minds of Bakha. As a writer of fiction, Anand’s marks are vitality and a keen sense of actuality. Anand sees life as comedy, tragedy, or sometimes the two modes fuse distractingly


R.K.Narayan was born on 10-Oct-1906. He was an Indian fiction writer, it includes a series of books about people and their interactions in an imagined town in India called Malgudi. He is one of three leading figures of early Indian literature in English, along with Mulk Raj Anand and Raja Rao. He is credited for bringing Indian literature in English to the rest of the world, and is regarded as one of India's greatest English language novelists. Narayan’s first four books, including the semi-autobiographical trilogy of Swami and Friends (1930), The Bachelor of Arts and (1937), The English Teacher (1945). Narayan’s works also include The Financial Expert, hailed as one of the most original works of (1951), and Sahitya Academic Award winner The Guide (1958), which was adapted for films in Hindi and English languages. Narayan's writing style was simple and unpretentious with a natural element of humour.  It focused on ordinary people, reminding the reader of next-door neighbours, cousins and the like, thereby providing a greater ability to relate to the topic.  Narayan's writings to be of the realism variety.  He was able to write about the intricacies of Indian society without having to modify his characteristic simplicity to conform to trends and fashions in fiction writing. His first major award was in 1958, the Sahitya Academic Award for The Guide. When the book was made into a film, he received the Film fare Award for the best story. In 1964, he received the Padma Bhushan during the Republic Day honours. In 1980, he was awarded the AC Benson Medal by the (British) Royal Society of Literature, of which he was an honorary member. In 1982 he was elected an honorary member of the American Academy of Arts and Letters. 
Raja Rao was born on 8-Nov-1908, he was an Indian writer of English language novels and short stories, whose works are deeply rooted in Hinduism. Raja Rao's semi-autobiographical novel, The Serpent and the Rope (1960), is a story of a search for spiritual truth in Europe and India. It established him as one of the finest Indian stylists and won him the Sahitya Academic Award in 1964. For the entire body of his work, Rao was awarded the International Prize for Literature in 1988. Some of the Fictions are: Kanthapura, 1938,The Cow of the Barricades, and Other Stories (1947), The Serpent and the Rope (1960), On the Ganga Ghat, (1989) ,The Best of Raja Rao (1998). Some of his Non-Fiction works are: Changing India: An Anthology (1939), Whither India? (1948), The Meaning of India essays (1996), The Great Indian Way: A Life of Mahatma Gandhi biography (1998) Tomorrow (1943).
The other major novelists in the forties made a major breakthrough in formal experimentation and became a masterpiece of remarkable artistry. The English language had created indelible impression in the minds of the readers by its highly evocative narrative technique and the language unparalleled in the history of Indio-Anglian fiction. After the 1950’s however, the Indian English novelist’s interest moved from the public to private sphere. Most of the Indian novelists are eager to find new themes, renounced the larger world in favours of the inner man and engaged themselves in a search for essence of human living. While the trios are still creatively alive, the novelist of the second generation keeps on bringing out some of the remarkable novels from time to time.

Beginning with Ruth Prawer Jhabvala, known for engaging comedies of north Indian urban middle class life, most of the women novelists have displayed not only authenticity but also brought an freshness to their works whereas Kamala Markandaya. Salman Rushdie had opened the doors to an excessive amount of writers. Amitav Ghosh comes under the post colonial realities. Most of the women writers explore old wives tales, condemn exploitation and try to make sense of the fast changing pace of the new world. Kamala Das explores women’s plight in India and the world and others like Shashi Deshpande, paints characters who blame their own complacence for their sorrowful condition. Indian English began with a big bang when Tagore was awarded the Nobel Prize for literature.


In the recent years there are a large numbers of Indian English fiction writers who have stunned the literary world with their works. Their works have enriched the world literature as they have been awarded with prizes in the field of literature. 


Among the Indo-Anglian novelists, only Mulk Raj Anand and R.K.Narayan had been showing anything like stamina and stern consistency of purpose. Anand and Narayan also challenged a comparative study of their aims, methods and achievements. Anand hails from India’s north-west frontier and Narayan from almost the southern end of the peninsula. Between them they comprise as it were the north and the south, extension and concentration, vigor and urbanity, vitality and artistic reticence.


Rabindranth Tagore was born on 6th May 1861. He wrote primarily in Bengali, but only three appeared in approved English version in his whole life time. Naukhadubi (1905) appeared as The Wreck (1921), Gora (1910) retained the same title in English also, and Ghare Bhaire (1916) became The Home and the World. The Wreck has always been one of Tagore’s popular novels. Tagore’s most ambitious work of fiction was undoubtedly Gora, written at the height of his powers with a view to project his vision of the individual’s role in renaissance India. Gitanjali is "profoundly sensitive, fresh and beautiful verse", he became the first non-European to win the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1913. Tagore, rather than Bankim Chandra Chatterjee, was a creator of the modern model in India; he was also the first to write true short stories in Bengali. While novels like Gora and Binodini which was available in English and was translated by K.R. Kirpalani. 

Salman Rushdie was born on 19th July 1947, his novel Midnight’s Children (1981), won the Booker prize in 1981. Much of his fiction is set in the Indian sub continent. His style is often classified as magical realism, is mixed with historical facts, and a dominant theme of his works is the story with many connections, disruption and migration between the Eastern and Western world. His first novel, Grimus (1975), a part science fiction tale, was generally ignored by the public and literary critics. His next novel, Midnight’s children (1981), it catapulted him to literary notability.  Significantly it changed the course that Indian writing in English followed over the next decade, and is regarded as one of the great books of the last hundred years. This work won the 1981 Bookers prize. Midnight’s children follow the life of a child born at the stroke of midnight and also connected to Indian independence. The characters of Saleem Sinai have been compared to Rushdie. After Midnight’s Children Rushdie wrote Shame (1983), in which he depicts the political issues in Pakistan. Both of these works of post colonial literature are characterized by a style of magic realism.  Rushdie wrote a non- fictional book about Nicaragua in the 1980’s, The Jaguar Smile (1987). The book has a political focus and is based on his first hand experiences and research at the sense of Sandinista political experiments.

Rohinton Mistry was born in 1952 in Bombay. He had earned a BA in Mathematics and economics at the University of Bombay. He immigrated to Canada with his wife in 1975. While attending the University of Toronto he won two hart house literary prizes. When his second book, the novel Such a Long Journey, was published in 1991, it won the governor general’s award and the commonwealth writers prize for best novel. In 1995 his third novel, A Fine Balance (1995) has won annual Giller prize and in 1996, the Los Angeles times book prize for fiction. In 2002 Mistry cancelled his United States book tour for the sake of his next novel Family Matters (2002). Family Matters is a consideration of the difficulties that comes with aging. His books portray diverse facets of Indian socio-economic life; as well as Parsi Zoroastrian life, customs and religion.

Amitav Ghosh  was born on July 11,1956. He is a Bengali Indian author who is best known for his works in the English language. Ghosh is the author of  The Circle of Reason (1986) debut novel, The Shadow Lines (1988), The Calcutta Chromosome (1995), The Glass Palace(2000), The Hungry Tide (2004), and Sea of Poppies (2008), the first volume of The Ibis trilogy, was set in the 1830s, just before the Opium War, which encapsulates the colonial history of the East. Ghosh's latest work of fiction is River of Smoke (2011), the second volume of The Ibis trilogy. The Circle of Reason won the Prix Médicis étranger, one of France's top literary awards. The Shadow Lines won the Sahitya Akademi Award & the Ananda Puraskar. Ghosh famously withdrew his novel The Glass Palace (2000) from consideration for the Commonwealth Prize where it had been awarded the Best Novel in Eurasian section, citing his objections to the term "Commonwealth" and the unfairness of the English-language requirement specified in the rules. Ghosh's most notable non-fiction writings are In an Antique Land (1992), Dancing in Cambodia and At Large in Burma (1998), Countdown (1999), and The Imam and the Indian (2002), a large collection of essays on different themes such as fundamentalism, history of the novel, Egyptian culture, and literature.

Some notable modern women writers are Arundhati  Roy, Jhumpa Lahiri, Gita Hariharan,  Bharati Mukherjee, Shobha De, Anita Nair and Chitra Banerjee. Starting with Ruth Prawer Jhabvala.

Ruth Prawer Jhabvala, was born 7 May 1927 is a Booker prize-winning novelist, short story writer, and playwright. Her first novel, To Whom She Will, appeared in 1955. She also began to contribute short stories to the New Yorker. Jhabvala's Booker Prize novel Heat and Dust was a love story, which contrasted the 1920s and the 1970s. Olivia, a bored colonial wife, is married to an English officer, Douglas Rivers. The Washington Post compared the setting of the novel and its theme of Anglo-Indian relationships to E.M. Forster's famous novel A Passage to India.  In Search for Love. Jhabvala changed her scene from India to New York City. The story dealt with Austrian and German immigrants in New York and their destinies through three generations. Out of India (1986) was chosen by the New York Times Review of Books as one of the Best Books of 1986.
Arundhati Roy was born in 24 November 1961. She is an Indian English novelist, who won the Booker Prize in 1997 for her novel, The God of Small Things, This novel is a semi-autobiographical, it makes a point to address various universal themes that range from biology to religion. Throughout this novel, Arundhati Roy stresses on all the importance things that are both big and small, the themes are interconnected as well as many historical events along with many details that are relatively unrelated yet have consequences that are far-reaching throughout the country as well as the specific community. Some themes that are more developed in this novel include the Indian history, forbidden love, and politics. She has also written two screenplays and several collections of essays. Her writings on various social, environmental and political issues have been a subject of major controversy in India. In 2003, she was awarded 'special recognition' as a Woman of Peace at the Global Exchange Human Rights Awards, Roy was awarded the Sydney Peace Prize in May 2004 for her work in social campaigns and her advocacy of non-violence. In November 2011, she was awarded the Norman Mailer Prize for Distinguished Writing. 
Jhumpa Lahiri was born on July 11, 1967 as a Bengali American author. Lahiri’s debut short story collections, Interpreter of Maladies (1999), won the 2000 Pulitzer Prize for fiction, her first novel, The Namesake (2003), was adapted into the popular film of the same name. Lahiri’s ambivalence over her identity was the inspiration for the ambivalence of Gogol, the protagonist of her novel The Namesake. In 1999 she won the O. Henry award for the short story Interpreters of Maladies. 
Bharati Mukherjee was born on July 27, 1940. She is an award-winning Indian-born American writer. Mukherjee's works focus on the phenomenon of migration, the status of new immigrants, and the feeling of alienation often experienced by expatriates as well as on Indian women and their struggle. Her own struggle with identity first as an exile from India, then an Indian expatriate in Canada, and finally as a immigrant in the United States has lead to her current contentment of being an immigrant in a country of immigrants. Some of her novels are The Tiger's Daughter (1971), Wife (1975), Jasmine (1989), The Holder of the World (1993), Leave It to Me (1997) , Desirable Daughters (2002), The Tree Bride (2004). Her Short story collections Darkness (1985), The Middleman and Other Stories (1988).


Chitra Banerjee, was born in 1956, she is an Indian-American author, poet. Her short story collection, Arranged Marriage, won an American Book Award in 1995, and two of her novels, The Mistress of Spices and Sister of My Heart were adapted into films. Her works are largely set in India and the United States, and often focus on the experiences of  South Asian immigrants. She writes for children as well as adults and has published novels in multiple genres, including  realistic fiction, historical fiction, magical realism, and fantasy. Her work has been published in over 50 magazines, including The Atlantic Monthly and The New Yorker and her writing has been included in over 50 anthologies including the Best American Short Stories, the O. Henry Prize Stories, and the Pushcart Prize anthology. Her fiction has been translated into 20 languages, including Dutch, Hebrew, Indonesian and Japanese. Chitra began her writing career as a poet. Her two latest volumes of poetry are Black Candle and Leaving Yuba City. Chitra’s first collection of stories Arranged Marriage, which won an American Book Award, a PEN Josephine Miles Award, and a Bay Area Book Reviewers Award, greatly increased her visibility. Her major novels include The Mistress of Spices, Sister of My Heart and Queen of Dreams. Although the greater part of her novels are written for adults, she has also written a young adult fantasy series called The Brotherhood of the Conch (2003), which unlike many of her adult novels, takes place wholly in India and draws on the culture and folklore of that region. The first book of the series, The Conch Bearer was nominated for the 2003 Bluebonnet Award. The third and final book of the series, Shadowland, was published in 2009. Chitra’s latest novel for adults, The Palace of Illusions, is a re-telling of the Indian epic, The Mahabharata from a female character's perspective. 

Chetan Bhagat was born on 22nd April, 1974. He is an Indian English writer, also a columnist and a speaker. Bhagat is the author of five bestselling novels, Five Point Someone (2004), One Night @ the Call Center (2005), The Three Mistakes of My Life (2008), 2 States (2009) and Revolution 2020: Love, Corruption, Ambition (2011).  Chetan Bhagat is a graduate of Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) Delhi and IIM Ahmadabad. Bhagat is seen more as a youth icon among the youngsters, than as an author. He is one of the 100 most influential and a well known persons in the world. Bhagat also writes op-ed columns for English and Hindi newspapers, including the Guardian, The Times of India and Dainik Bhaskar, focusing the youth, the career and issues based on national development. Bhagat is also a motivational speaker and has given talks in leading multinational corporations and other institutions. He has left his international investment banking career in 2009, just to devote his time for writing novels.

As for Chetan Bhagat’s early life, he was born in Delhi, in a middleclass Punjabi family. Bhagat’s had completed his high school education in Army Public School, Dhaula Kuan in Delhi. He then studied mechanical engineering at the IIT, Delhi (1991-1997), where he was named the best outgoing student.  He worked as an Investment Banker with Deutsche bank for eleven years in Hong Kong and moved to Mumbai with his wife Anusha in 2008. He has written five novels, all of which are bestsellers. His first three novels were written during his tenure as an investment banker. Bhagat married Anusha Suryanarayan who is a Tamilian at IIT, Ahmadabad. They married in 1998. The love story of Anusha and Chetan Bhagat was the inspiration for Bhagat’s novel Two States, the story of my marriage. Bhagat's writing style tends to be simple, with linear narratives and vivid storytelling. His protagonists tend to be named after Lord Krishna, like Hari, Shyam, Govind or Krishna.

Five Point Someone-what not to do at IIT was Chetan Bhagat’s first novel which was written in 2004. It is a tale of three friends who came together at IIT. It unfolds in the action packed four year period from their entry to graduation. The language is authentic and the dialogues are natural. His portrayal of typical college life is universal with commonly used campus slang like ‘lingo’, ‘insh’, ‘disco’ etc. Also, the blend of college romance, an academic struggle and the confusion of what to do next is blended in a very entertaining manner, spiced up of course with a task master and a smart mentor. The title is based on grading system in IIT’s where five pointers are among the laggards in a class. The grade becomes almost a caste system that one had to live with for the rest of their lives.

One night at a call centre is Bhagat’s second novel which was written in (2005). This novel begins with a frame story, which is the reminiscence of a train journey from Kanpur to Delhi. During the journey, the narrating author meets a very beautiful girl. The girl offers to tell him a story on the condition that he had to make it his second book. After a lot of hesitation, the author agrees. It is a story within a story, relates the events that happen one night at a call centre which is told through the eyes of the protagonist, Shyam. It is a story of almost lost love, thwarted ambitions, absence of family affection, pressures of a patriarchal set up and the work environment. Shyam loves Priyanka but she plans for an arranged marriage with a businessman. Varun loves Esha, but Esha wants to be a model. Radhika is an unhappy daughter-in-law, and Bakshi is the cruel boss. It is claimed to be based on a true story, and the author chooses Shyam as the narrator and protagonist, who is one among the employees.

The Three Mistakes of My Life is Bhagat’s third novel. It was published in 2008. This novel is based on fake events which were set during 2000-2005, when a young boy in Ahmadabad called Govind, dreams of starting a business. But to accommodate his friends Ish and Omi’s passion, they open up a cricket shop. Govind wants to earn money and thinks big. Ishaan is all about nurturing Ali, the batsman with a rare gift. Omi just wanted to be with his friends. However, nothing comes easy in a turbulent city. To realize their goals, they have to overcome religions politics, earthquakes, riots, unacceptable love and above all their own mistakes.

Two states is Bhagat’s next novel, which was written in 2009 It the story deals about the characters, Krish and Ananya. They are from two different states of India, who have fallen in love and want to get married. Their parents don’t agree for their marriage. To convert their love story into a love marriage, the couples have a tough battle in front of them. For them it is easy to fight and rebel, but it is much harder to convince. This novel draws a lot of inspiration from the author’s own life. Krish and Ananya are students of IIM Ahmadabad, their falling in love and their desire to make it work into a blissful marriage. Krish is a Punjabi and Ananya is a south Indian Tamil Brahmin just like Chetan Bhagat who is a Punjabi and his wife Anusha a Tamilian.

Revolution 2020- Love, Corruption and Ambition is the fifth novel of Chetan Bhagat written in 2011. Revolution 2020 is a story of two boys Raghav and Gopal and a girl Aarti. This story is backdrop set in the holy city of Varanasi. Gopal the protagonist and Raghav are two friends in school and Aarti is the female with whom both the guys fall in love. As they grow, they observe corruption prevail everywhere. Gopal gives in to the system and Raghav fights it. Aarti is their only common friend who is confused to choose the real one for her. Gopal helps her choose in a cinematic style. Gopal comes from a poor family. Raghav is from a kind of bureaucratic and political family. Three of them have their own ambitious in life. Gopal wants to change the world and Aarti wants to become an air hostess. Both the boys love the same girl and end up in fighting with each other.

I have chosen to explore the Aspirations of youth modern Indian in Chetan Bhagat’s select novels.

Chapter 1- Introduction which examines the origin and growth of Indian English literature particularly fiction. It throws light on modern writer of fiction, the modern trends in fiction. It gives vivid picture of Chetan Bhagat, a young writer who writes specially for youngsters. It explores the novel themes, the novel techniques used by him.

Chapter 2- deals with campus life of the IIT youth in Five Point Someone-What Not to do at IIT. The writer criticises the GPA system of IIT, how the youth are affected and the failures they met, how they overcome that, and how they become successful at the end.

Chapter 3- One Night At The Call Center deals with the turbulent life of IT youth, their frustrations, their anxiety, their insecurity, and how the solution comes in the form of God call.

Chapter 4- The Three Mistakes Of My Life explores different passions of modern Indian youth and their trials and tribulations in achieving their goals in life. Also how the youth learns from their mistakes and become successful.

Chapter 5- Summation gives the clear picture of the various aspirations of the modern Indian youth in the three novels. The dilemmas, the frustrations encountered by the youths, and how they overcome their obstacles are clearly given. The author ends the novels with the hope, giving solutions for the problems of the youth.  

CHAPTER-2
FIVE POINT SOMEONE-WHAT NOT TO DO AT IIT-EXPLORING THE CAMPUS LIFE OF IIT YOUTH


Five Point Some One-What not to do at IIT was published in 2004.                 It was Bhagat’s debut novel. It is a story about an alumnus of Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) Delhi and Indian Institute of Management (IIM) Ahmedabad. It was one of the highest selling English novels published in India, and remained in the best seller list until now since its release in 2004, which is tied along with other novels by Chetan Bhagat. This novel was typed by Bhagat on the Microsoft word in the font-Garamond which he stated in the novel itself. Bhagat was working as an investment banker, but his main passion was writing. So he started to write and Five Point Some One was his first novel. It is a campus novel.

 Bhagat, a novelist from IIT, has amazed his readers through his novel. He is popular among the youth, being a young writer he loves talking about friends. In the three novels  Five Point Someone-What not to do at IIT, One Night at the Call Center and Three Mistakes Of My life, he talks about the crazy youths of today, and he explores the money-minded world.


Bhagat is the first writer who understands the minds of the youth of today and presents the aspirations of the younger generation, and the changing time in India. Young people find his novels awesome, and once they have read one novel they eagerly wait for his next novel.


The basic appeal of a campus novel shows the thrill of revisiting the life of students: the anticipation and boredom of classes, the coffee and conversation in the canteen, the hostel life and politics within the students, the campus romance, cloistered world of academics, the friendship among students, the exciting experiences both in intellectual and emotional level, which will never come back in life.


The youths of today mainly believe in friendship, which is very important thing in life. Today’s youths are almost ready to do anything for the sake of friends. Bhagat, in his novel Five Point Some One he brings out the friendship of three friends Hari, Ryan and Alok, and how they help each other at the times of difficulties. They gossip together, the three stay together, have fun and live their lives to the fullest.

Similarly, the problems faced by all the six major characters in One Night At The Call Center, are sorted out one by one, and after that all of them joined together and became a team. In The Three Mistake Of My Life also we can find that all the three friends Govind, Ishaan and Omi join and start a business together, grow together and also face a downfall together. All these three novels show how important friends are in life.  


For all IITians Bhagat’s novels show their lives, either their past or the present. All IIT students admire Bhagat’s work. He also uses the language typically that of an IIT students. An ordinary reader may find it difficult to comprehend expressions like ‘screw’, ‘crap’ which occur mostly in the language of an IITian. Apart from vocabulary, his language is very simple to understand.

Five Point Someone has managed to create a strong bondage among a generation of youngsters, who had abandoned interest in novels. A highly technocratic generation that could hardly spare a minute off their mobile phones, television sets and laptops was rendered awestruck by the effortless use of language of the IIT. Almost every teenage youngster in the country couldn’t help voicing out their admiration for Ryan, Hari and Alok.

The success of Chetan Bhagat’s debut novel paved way for an era of popular English Literature called campus novels. Soon afterwards, the campuses of some of the most renowned universities and colleges of India such as IITs, IIMs, and JNU began being featured in the pages of the upcoming novels. The cult of campus novels brought into the limelight the cult of passionate readers-turned-writers. Following the footsteps of Bhagat, several other popular fiction writers unleashed their potential by creating many campus-based stories.

Five Point Someone targets the youth and college-goers and comes up with fresh subjects that revolves around the glitzy college life that included campus love-affairs, student politics, joys and sorrows of friendship, drug and booze sessions, examination phobias, placement dreams, monotony of classroom studies and likewise. Bhagat presents a detailed anatomy of college-life and that shares the ups-and-downs, which are reviewed by the author’s point of view. The massive readership drawn to these campus-based novels is thus, based on its target the audience’s has a strong inclination to relive the adventures of college-life in the pages of literature.

Five Pont Some One- What not to do at IIT is a novel about three boys Hari, Ryan and Alok, the three friends joined IIT Delhi with great difficulty and were trying to cope up with the heavy workload of the IIT institute. Hari, Ryan and Alok first meet as freshman mechanical engineering students at IIT Delhi. After an ill-timed watching of the ‘Terminator’ results in a disastrous performance in a quiz and they realize that it is very difficult to cope up with the heavy workload.  
 The initial shock of this discovery gives way to a determination to work out a way which would relieve them from the heavy workload. The IIT is one of the leading institutions in the country, and a graduate from IIT is expected to be a super-brilliant and academically excellent student. The three friends realized that they cannot fulfill the unrealistic expectations of the people to prove that they are brilliant, and therefore the three friends plans how they can enjoy life in IIT. The grand plan to enjoy life began with Ryan, Alok and Hari join together and cut classes, go for movies and try to have the best times in IIT, but these misadventures resulted in their failure in quiz’s and ultimately in poor academic performance.

Several of the characters resonate with the reality. Ryan does not perform well in his studies, but actually he is a bright student and everybody knows him for his ability to socialize with everyone from the sports field to the college canteen. Alok is the boy from an underprivileged background but he joins with Ryan spends all his time with him without realizing his position. Hari is stuck between his two best friends in every way. Ryan has nothing to lose and is continuously hatching plots to undermine the evil system of grading that kills the best fun years of the life, which does not give place for creativity and originality. Alok is poor, with a paralysed father, a sister who is old enough to get married, and a mother who slogs at a badly paid job who continuously wipes away her tears with the edge of her sari.  Alok once wanted to be an artist, but now his main ambiton is to get the grades hoping to get "US scholarship", a good job, and the release from his family's unremitting financial duress. All the three finally decided to cope up with the IIT grading system. The three friends wanted to dominate the IIT system and they prepared a list with the heading ‘Cooperate to Dominate’ which had the following points:
1. It suppresses talent and individual spirit.

2. It extracts the best years of one’s life from the country’s brightest minds.

3. It judges you with a draconian GAP system that destroys relationships.

4. The Professors don’t care for the students.

5. IITs have hardly contributed to the country (107-108).

One of Ryan’s plans to make it get through IIT and still have some fun was ‘the C2D plan’ that means ‘Cooperate to Dominate’. Ryan divided the work among the three, each had to attend one period while the other two can enjoy, for the second period the other person should attend the class and at the end they would share the notes among themselves. The C2D plan worked well only for some time, but things got worse when Prof. Cherian asked Alok and Hari to take class of what he had taught the students in the previous period. Alok and Hari were not able to take class because they did not attend Prof. Cherian’s class. The Professor got angry and told them that he was the only student in IIT to get ten points when he was studying.

This novel is mainly narrated by Hari, but in some of the chapters the story is narrated by another character that name is not given. Hari recounts the four years that he had spent with his friends Alok and Ryan when studying mechanical engineering at the elite Indian university that is the New Delhi Indian Institute of Technology. Out of the three hundred applications, two hundred were selected and these three were under the two hundred. Once they found themselves as mediocre students they had little chance to improve their marks. 
The three characters have different family set up. Alok is from a poor background so he is desperate to get a high-paid job to help his family. He has a paralyzed father and a sister though old enough to get married but due to financial crisis in the family.
Ryan comes from a privileged household, but he has hardly seen his parents since his childhood because his parents have been busy building their increasingly successful business. Ryan is the bright, creative, rich and good-looking student, whose wealthy parents give him lots of nice things but they are not able to give him enough love. Ryan compares the IIT with American universities and says that IIT education system does not give scope for creativity. Ryan is interested in acquiring scientific knowledge. Success at IIT comes with learning, and Ryan especially is smart in learning.

 Hari is from a middle class family and he does not talk much about his own family and background. Hari happens to meet Neha during his jogging. But when he comes to know that she is the daughter of his own professor, he is afraid to talk to her because the professor is a strict person, who has made the students weep.

The author tries to explain the college slang like ‘lingo’, ‘insh’, ‘disco’ etc. and also technologically rich campus. Five Point Someone is the first novel which successfully captures the unique ethos, especially the cheerful insanity and the minds of the youths. This novel tells the story of three desperate youths who meet on their first day at IIT, Delhi. Then they become hostel mates and close friends. All three are bright enough to be qualified for mechanical engineering.
The story describes the ups and downs of college life of IIT students. Their low scores, the way they are perceived by students and professors on the account of their scores, their drinking habit, their strategy to beat the system and finally being caught stealing from their H.O.Ds cabin. 
It is in the last part, that the novel really comes alive. The traumatic final year which includes the disciplinary action against the three, Alok, Ryan and Hari for trying to steal the question paper from the professor’s room and due to which Alok attempts suicide. But all the Problems fortunately get sorted out one by one. Finally, they successfully reached the graduation day. In a dream sequence, the professor accepts the limitations of the grading system while making his convocation address: 

“Once upon a time there was a student in IIT.  He was very bright, and this is true, his GPA was 10.00 after four years.  He didn’t have a lot of friends, as to keep such a high GPA, you only have so much time for friends.” (258)

This bright boy thought his classmates were less smart than him, were selfish and wanted to make the most money or go to the USA with minimum effort.  And many of his classmates did go to work for multinationals and some went abroad.  Some of them opened their own companies in the USA – mostly in computers and software (258).

The bright boy stayed behind. Because he had principles he did not want to use his education for selfish personal gain. He wanted to help the country. He wanted to do research and he stayed back at IIT. Of course, getting a research project approved in IIT was not easy.  The boy still kept trying but apart from being a professor, there was not much he could achieve here. Ten years passed, when his friends from college visited home. One of them had a GPA of seven points something, and he had his own software company. The turnover had reached two hundred million dollars. Another friend was heading toothpaste MNC, and came in a BMW. But even this did not bother the principled bright boy (259).

The convocation speech effectively summarizes the message of this novel – “This is my message to all the students as you find your future. One, believe in yourself, and don’t let a GPA or a performance review or promotion define you. There is more to life than these things – Your family, your friends, your internal desires and goals. And the grades you get in dealing with each of these areas will define you as a person” (259).

The professor revealed the truth “As you guessed, that bright boy was me. And at that time I thought it didn't matter if others had achieved more personally. I was still the one with the better GPA, the smarter one, the brighter one” (259). The Professor continued to tell the past in the third person. The professor decided that his son must get into IIT. He wanted his son to carry on his family's strong intellectual tradition into IIT. But his son wanted to be a lawyer and he hated maths and he did not want to come into IIT. The professor hated his son for hating maths. The professor pushed his son hard just as he pushed his students. But his son failed to get in the first time and the professor made life hell for him. His son tried the second time but again failed and the professor made his life hell. His son failed to get in the third time and so he committed suicide.

The professor admits his mistake publicly, perhaps thinking that his son may forgive him and the professor thanked who founded out this truth. It was Hari, who was sitting in the front row and he knows that he is thanking him. It was through Neha he came to know the truth when she trusted Hari and handed over the suicide note of her brother to him. The professor continued “Let me tell you something about this boy Hari and his friends Alok and Ryan. They are the under-performers. That is what I used to call students with low GPAs. And they do have a low GPA - five points something is low, right?"(260). 

The professor adds, “And that is when I realized that GPAs make a good student, but not a good person. We judge people here by their GPA. If you are a nine, you are the best. If you are a five, you are useless. I used to despise the low GPAs so much that when Ryan submitted a research proposal on lubricants, I judged it without even reading it. But these boys have something really promising. I saw the proposal the second time. I can tell you, any investor who invests in this will earn a rainbow"(261).

At the end Hari and Alok join software companies which ironically are enough for them because it was underrated in the early 1990s. Alok starts a job in Delhi and makes enough money in a few months and helps his family to come out of the deep financial crisis that they were going through. Ryan ends up becoming a businessman Ryan gives his thanks to Prof. Veera for his encouragement.

The message for IIT students is captured in the professor’s address “One, believe in yourself, and don't let a GPA, performance review or promotion in a job define you. There is more to life than these things - your family, your friends, your internal desires and goals. And the grades you get in dealing with each of these areas will define you as a person” (260).

The professor continued, "Don’t judge others too quickly. I thought my son was useless because he didn't get into IIT. I tell you what, I was a useless father. It is great to get into IIT, but it is not the end of the world if you don't. All of you should be proud to have the IIT tag, but never ever judge anyone who is not from this institute - that alone can define the greatness of this institute"(261).

The style of this novel is quite different from the other campus novels, But there is a common thread. IIT students should not be made after grades.  They must spend as much time in pursuing extra curricular activities.  Ryan clearly, is the hero of this novel. This story is about those IIT students who are at the bottom of their class and are in the bad books of all their professors.

The author presents the reality, criticizing the IIT Education System and the stressful life of students and how they emerge as successful men after a struggle. Thus the desires, failures, hopes, obstacles, their struggle to achieve their goals, their aspirations are portrayed exactly so that the readers can get a clear picture IIT campus life. 
CHAPTER -3

ONE NIGHT AT THE CALL CENTER- EXPLORING 
THE LIFE OF IT YOUTH
One Night At The Call Center was first published in 2005. In this novel the story revolves around a group of six call center employees, who were working for ‘connexions call center’ in Gurgaon, Haryana. The story takes place during a span of one night, in which all of the leading characters confront some aspects of themselves or their lives which they would like to change. The story takes a dramatic and decisive turn when one of the characters gets a phone call from God.


The novel takes us into the issues of their lifestyle; a tumultuous relationship; a bad boss and a phone call from God. This novel explores a diverse set of characters - the self-doubting Shyam and his ex-girlfriend Priyanka, whose mother would do anything to see her married to a rich NRI; the arrogant and impulsive Varun and Esha, who was anxious to make it big in the world of fashion; and Radhika, a dutiful wife whose relationship with her husband took a disastrous turn.

One Night At The Call Center begins with a frame story, which recounts a train journey from Kanpur to Delhi. During the journey, Chetan Bhagat meets a beautiful girl. Just to pass the time, the girl offers to tell a story on the condition that Bhagat has to make it his second novel. It is a story within a story, which comprises the bulk of the book. It also relates the events that happen in one night at a call center. The story is narrated by the protagonist, Shyam. This is a story of almost lost love, thwarted ambition, absence of family affection, pressure of a patriarchal setup, and the work environment of globalized office. 

The characters face failures in their love and they would not fulfil their love. Shyam was in love with Priyanka but he lost her because Priyanka was planning for an arranged marriage with a business man. Vroom was in love with Esha but he also lost her because Esha wanted to be a model due to which she did not give importance to Vroom; Radhika another employee who was married and had to stay with her demanding mother-in-law. The last one in the list of the six is the military uncle who wanted to talk to his grandson but he is unable to talk because of his own son. So military uncle had to stay away from his grandson. Mr.Bakshi is the boss in the call center and all the employees hate him because he is very rude.
Life becomes a frustrated one and in order to cheer themselves up and find relief, they decided to go a night club to relax and enjoy. After having fun for a while, they left for office. On the way of their journey, Varun started feeling sick after consuming a lot of alcohol, so they stop and venture out. Varun was thrown out of the cab so he takes a stone and breaks the window-pane of a shop, letting the alarm in the shop to ring. Finding no solution out, they all rushed out of the place in fear. Further, they faced a life-threatening situation, when their vehicle crashes against web of iron rods. As the rods began to yield slowly, they started losing nerves. They were unable to call for help as there was no mobile phone network at that place. While they were caught in such a miserable situation, Shyam’s mobile phone started ringing. The phone call was from God. He spoke to all of them and gave them suggestions about how to improve their lives. God also advised them on how to get their vehicle out of the construction site. The conversation with God served as a motivation for the entire group to such an extent that they all join together and planned to teach their boss a lesson. The phone call from God is one of the salient features in the novel. 
The author has represented God as a friendly figure rather than a boss. The author has shown God speaking in modern English rather than the stereo-typical pure English or Latin as usually shown which one encounters God saying. The circumstances in which the characters of the novel get a phone call from God  is just to give a twist in the novel. Meanwhile Varun and Shyam came up with a plan to throw Bakshi out of the call center and prevent the closing of Connexions call center, whose employees are yet to be downsized radically. When they all escaped the danger, they had clear-cut goals in their mind. When they return to the Call Center, they carry out their plans with dexterity.
One Night At The Call Center became one night that changes everything in the Call Center worker’s lives. Relationships were tested, marriages fell apart, and bonds were broken and reformed in the span of less than an overnight shift. American readers might object to some of the generalizations made in the novel. This novel gives an interesting glimpse about the work at a Call Center, and shows what happens when the employees put on their headsets, how they attend the calls from the customers from US.

The themes involve the anxiety and insecurity of the Indian middle class, including questions about career, inadequacy, marriage, family, conflicts in a changing India, and the relationship of the young Indian middle class to both executives and ordinary clients whom they serve in  U.S.A.  There is an aspect of self-help in the novel as the author invites readers to identify what aspects make them angry and what they would like to change. One of the salient features in this novel is that all the characters experience a dramatic and disturbing turning point in their lives. It took place during the night when they receive a call from God and that makes them to re-examine their own lives.

The frustration, rejection, peer and parental pressure are some of the issues dealt in this novel. When the characters got stuck in a life - and - death situation, the call from God changed their lives. God has created awareness among them that they have to listen to their ‘inner call’ and reflect on what they really want to do with their lives. Bhagat portrays the reality of what happens in the realm of IT.

Shyam is the narrator and the protagonist in this novel; he is also the group’s team leader. He was not able to overcome his break-up with his ex-girl friend Priyanka. He had to suffer under an incapable boss but he did not know how to handle all these situations. Shyam was very upset to learn that Priyanka was engaged to a person called Ganesh Gupta, who worked at a Microsoft company in US. Bakshi had cheated Varun and Shyam by submitting the Troubleshooting website to the Boston Centre as his own without giving any credit to Shyam and Varun.

Varun was shocked to learn that Bakshi has cheated him and Shyam. To add to his miseries of being cheated, he also overhears Esha telling the other girls at the call center that she had been with a designer just to get a modeling contract. Varun, a close friend to Shyam, nicknamed as Vroom because of his love for fast bikes. During the course of the story, Varun was turning away from ardent consumer of any icons of youth culture like fast food, movies, and girls and he became a prophet for the youth movement.

Priyanka is, Shyam’s ex-girl friend and she was torn between what she wanted and what she experienced. She had to make her mother happy as well as go for a job. She agreed for an arranged marriage with an NRI and live a materialistic life in US. When she discovered that her parents have planned her marriage within a month which was too fast for her, she became furious. Both her mother and Ganesh pressed her to agree for this proposal. She was even more saddened by the fact that Shyam was eavesdropping on her conversation with Ganesh. When Varun and Shyam showed her that Ganesh had forged his pictures to hide his baldness, she is not ready to believe Varun and Shyam. Later when she made a call to Ganesh to find out the truth about his baldness, Ganesh agreed that the online photo was true. So Priyanka decided to leave Ganesh, and marry Shyam because he was true to her and she loved him very much. After the advice from God, she thought about her future, and she wanted Shyam to forgive her and accept her. Priyanka continued to work at connexions call center, but after six months she planned to go to college for an accelerated one-year B.Ed course. Priyanka and Shyam decided to get married only after two years, first they would like to concentrate on their career. 

Esha is Priyanka’s close friend, an aspiring model, who moved to Delhi from a small town and met with the temptations and traps that come with her dream career. Esha was with a designer just for a night to get a modeling contract. However the designer betrayed her by telling her that she cannot become a model due to her lack of required height. But he tried to console her by sending her some money so that she would not tell any one that she had spent a night with the designer. Esha felt terribly betrayed and tried to suppress the mental pain by inflicting herself with physical pain by purposely cutting her skin. The advice from god changed her mind and she left modeling and continued working at the call center in the night. In the day time she worked for an NGO. After few weeks she accepted Varun’s proposal and went on a date with Varun.

Radhika is sort of a person who is friendly to all the people in the Call Center. She was struggling to please her demanding, traditional in-laws even in the absence of her husband. Restraining her anger with anti-depressants, she just sets her up for a rude shock that helped her gain control of her life once again. Radhika, who loved her husband very much, was shocked to learn about the dark side of her husband. Once Varun who acts as a radio-jockey called up Radhika’s husband and asked him to dedicate some roses and a song for someone special, he chose his girlfriend Payal instead of his wife. Radhika who was listening to the conversation got terribly upset over the betrayal of her husband. She also took the advice of God. She filed for a divorce and was fighting for her divorce case. She also left her mother-in-law’s house and moved in to stay with Esha. She was also planning to visit her parents and stay with them for a while.

Finally, there is Military Uncle; he is the oldest and quietest of the team members, whose real name was not even revealed. He has fallen out with his son and his family due to his ego. His son and daughter-in-law sent him out of the house. Later he realized that he should swallow his ego if he wants to be reconciled. Military uncle tried to be good to his son and his grandson, but one day when Military Uncle sends some pictures through mail to his grandson, his own son gets angry and asks him to stay off their lives. This leaves Military Uncle heartbroken. But after helping Radhika to get a divorce from her husband, military uncle gets a visa for US and go and make amends with his son. Uncle did not come back from US, which mean that the problems were solved between Military uncle and his son.

The six characters face the daily pressures of Call Center life. They share their personal problems with their friends and get some solution from them, which become a stepping stone in their lives until they found out what they are supposed to do really. It helps them achieve their goals. As Varun says: “An air-conditioned sweat shop is still a sweat shop… (I don’t quit) Because I need the money. My friends have a lifestyle that I have to keep up with” (P.208). Varun as an ambition man was keen on earning money on the other hand he loved Esha but later only he came to know the truth about Esha that she was ready to do anything for the sake of modeling. Esha was rejected due to her lack of height. Varun and Shyam joined and started a website design company and they named it as ‘Black Sheep Web Design Company’. This helped them to get lot of profit locally but they were trying for international orders. 

All the employees working at that Call Center face some or other problems in their lives as it is shown in this novel. Bhagat has presented the complexity of modern life in a simple language. In one of the interviews Bhagat said that “even a moderately educated person has the right to enjoy a novel. Novels are for everyone, not just for high society snobs. My language is simple, and that is the biggest appeal of my books”. Bhagat’s novels give a vivid picture of new generation; their jobs, life, attitude, values and dreams. Popular fiction aims at the entertainment of the people in mass. The purpose of the fiction is to amuse the readers and not to make them think or make them tensed but to relax the mind. Popular kinds of stories are written in simple and easy language for everyone to read and enjoy. Bhagat’s writing is also simple and clear. The novel is written in a comfortable natural style without complicated and difficult words.

Another writer who takes interest in writing about younger generation is Arvind Adiga. The novel presents day to day life of the people in general. It doesn’t deal with any philosophical thoughts and issues. It’s about the problems of ordinary people in the work place. It also focuses some of the nostalgic feelings and unhappy moments of a common person. It is more interesting because the novel is centered on the contemporary world of India’s new generation. Bhagat has avoided heavy plot construction. This novel has a happy ending.

The novel of Chetan Bhagat and Arvind Adiga reflect their impact of globalization. These two writers are the voice of a generation of ‘New India’, which has brought a drastic shift in Indian writing in English. The modern stories written by Adiga and Bhagat are based on the life style of the IT sector of Gurgaon and Bangalore.


Adiga’s The White Tiger is a novel that depicts men and women fighting for the impossible odds to survive. This novel reveals the realities of the two India’s: the India of the rich and the India of the poor. It also shows eloquent to what happens when both these India’s collide. One of the powerful observation of the protagonist is the corrupt practices by industrialists and politicians; “My country is the kind where it pays to play both ways: the Indian entrepreneur has to be straight and crooked, mocking and believing, sly and sincere at the same time” (The White Tiger, 8-9).


The White Tiger is a tale of how the protagonist “was corrupted, from a sweet innocent village fool into a citified fellow, full of debauchery, depravity, and wickedness”. All these changes occurred not only to the protagonist but to his master also to whom he said that: “he returned from America an innocent man, but life in Delhi corrupted him- and once the master of Honda city becomes corrupted, how can the driver stay innocent?” (The White Tiger, 197). Similarly the corrupt state of politicians in our country is also mentioned in Chetan Bhagat’s One Night At The Call Center “why don’t politicians commit suicides? A call center employee points out that even though house wives, businessmen, employees and film stars commit suicide but politicians never do so because they are never hurt, they don’t feel anything and unfortunately this nation is run by people who do not feel anything” (One Night At The Call Center, 47).


There are places like Gurgaon which have been glorified in the novel The White Tiger as being the ‘modernist’ of suburbs in Delhi with the establishment of the American companies like American Express. All these are the proof which shows the development of India. “Today it’s the modern suburb of Delhi. Americans express, Microsoft, all the shopping malls each mall has a cinema inside! So if Pinky madam missed America, this is the best place to bring her” (The White Tiger, 122).    

When people feel tired, frustrated and depressed in the call center, they visit the dance floors in the malls: “Drinks, dance floors, loud jarring jay music, drunken fights, a fight means a party is totally rocking,” (One Night At The Call Center,99). One has to have a strategic vision and managerial leadership. People working in a Call Center have hollow in their emotions or in-depth feeling for anything like leaving all relationships. With the increasing responsibilities, Shyam as a reliable employee is expected to carry out his routine work and also to teach accent. He did not even have the time to think about his dreams,
“I was splashing my hands in the water pointlessly in the sea. I can’t even swim in pond, let alone in the Indian Ocean. I was in the water while my boss Bakshi was in a boat next to me. He was pushing my head down in the water. I saw Priyanka drifting away in a lifeboat. I screamed even as Bakshi used both his hands to keep my head submerged” (One Night At The Call Center, 11). 


All the call center employees slog all night so that they can have some money with which they can realize their simple dreams and bring it to reality. The general opinion of call center employees is that Americans are successful because of their money which is their main power. 

“Guys there are two things I cannot stand … Racists and Americans … not because they are smarter, not because they are better people. But because their country is rich and ours is poor. This is the only damn reason. Because the losers who have run our country for the last fifty years couldn’t do better than to make India one of the poorest countries on Earth” (One Night at The Call Center, 110). 

One Night At The Call Center delineates the influence of US on India. This novel is a story about the call center employees that is (BPOs), wherein 3,00,000 people work in the industry. They help the US companies in the sales, services and maintenance of the operations and they are usually young people working in a night shift. Call center life is all about ‘management’, ‘acquiring required skills sets’, and ‘becoming go-getters’ (13). The call center employees did not get time for attending even neighbour’s wedding and all that was important to them was to just hop in the cabs and go for work because their philosophy was that “there is activism in chasing money too” (47). As Varun said “… the reason Americans have a say in the world is because they have cash. The day we get money we can win them over. So the first thing we have to do is get the money” (48).

As far as the Call Center jobs are concerned, the salary is more, but the foreign exchange currency rate is in the favor of the Americans. Indian employees should work according to the US shifts. 

The popular fiction does not refer much philosophical or ideological issue. It is purely written for the sake of entertainment. It does not present any deeper sense, it just talk about the outer layer of human being. The plot construction is very simple and Bhagat has avoided ambiguity. 

In the past, people used to flock to India in search of spiritual solace and rejuvenation, but today the scenario is different. Chetan Bhagat suggests listening to our inner call and not to be carried away by materialistic pursuits or follow Americans for achieving their ends.
The only solution for this problem of the call center employees arrived in the form of a motivational and soul searching advice from God that one should not blindly follow the Americans and that they can achieve happiness only if they follow the inner call which instigates and guides the people in the right direction, and God said that the four principals which would bring success were intelligence, imagination, self-confidence  and to be really successful one must face failure and not remain snuggled in one’s comfort zone.

CHAPTER -4

THREE MISTAKES OF MY LIFE- EXPLORING THE SPIRIT OF THE MODERN INDIAN YOUTH


Chetan Bhagat, a well-known novelist has created a firm place in the minds of the modern readers. He has portrayed young, dynamic and modern Indian youth trying hard to become successful in their lives. He comments on the characteristic spirit in modern life of modern India. The issues that we feel our own are reflected in his writing. Chetan Bhagat has developed his own style of story telling. The story seems real life story and it unravels the minds of the contemporary youth especially when we refer to The Three Mistakes of My Life (2008). 


Though Chetan Bhagat delineates Gujarat and the Gujarati youth, they represent not only a particular region but represent the youth in India. Chetan depicts how the mind of the modern youth is affected by problems and contemporary issues of the country. The Three Mistakes of My Life deals with the Indian youths and the trials and tribulations that they face in their life. Bhagat has developed a peculiar style just like his other novels. As the novel poens, Chetan Bhagat receives an e-mail from a certain businessman from Ahmedabad who informs that he is about to commit suicide, because of his unsuccessful attempt to cope up with the problems of his life, in his own words ‘mistakes of his life’. Chetan Bhagat tries to track him down to a hospital in Ahmedabad. When he met him, he came to know his name is Govind. Govind tells him his story the story line of the novel.

Govind, Ishaan and Omi are three best friends and are the central characters in the novel, who belong to Ahmedabad and have different passions in their lives namely, business, cricket and religion. Business, cricket and religion are three major passions of Indian youth in modern India. This novel is a real insight into 21st century experiences of Indian youth.

 In late 2000, a young boy in Ahmedabad called Govind Patel dreamt of having a business. To accommodate his friends Ishaan and Omi’s passion he opens a cricket shop, having them as his partners. However, nothing comes easy in a turbulent city. “To realize their goals, they will have to face it all-religious politics, earthquakes, riots, unacceptable love and above all, their own mistakes” (9). 
Govind is a man of twenty five years; he is prudent and practical, bold and boisterous, but ambitious enough to dream of owning a business in Ahmedabad. It is his passion that compels him to start a business. He believes that he can become a ‘good businessman’ because he had ‘little emotion’ (Prologue xii) Govind himself asserts that ‘emotional people make terrible businessmen’ (9). Govind is not only obsessed with the idea of becoming a businessman, but he is qualified to become one of the best businessmen. He is confident, visionary, prudent and brave enough to act upon his plans. He has everything to begin a business except the required capital. However, he has the brain of a businessman. With his extraordinary capacity to convince people, he successfully persuades his friends Ishaan and Omi to become his partners in the business. His power of persuasion is clearly evident when he tells his friends: ‘I have an idea that works for all of us. We don’t have a lot of choice, do we?” (P.3). besides being a good persuader, he is also very good in mathematics. He can comfortably handle accounts. He seems to be a much more dedicated businessman than his partners. Thus, his dedication becomes an obsession. It becomes his pulsating passion. He puts business at the top of everything else in the life.

The traits in Govind’s character are made prominent by the passion he has for business. This is determined by the circumstances and happenings in his family. He is a fatherless child. Govind’s father had left Govind and his mother ten years ago for ‘a second wife across town’ (9). From that time, he has been living with his mother. She runs ‘a small Gujarati business’ (6). Govind earns little money through tuitions. He lives a life of hardship, and so he knows the value of money. Perhaps, his struggle for earning money was responsible for developing a strong passion for business.

Govind is so engrossed in passion for business that it has become an obsession for him. His passion is reflected through the earthquake incident. The moment he comes to know about the calamity in Navarangpura, the first thing comes to his mind is the security of his new shop. As the whole city is shut, he is unable to find an auto or bus to reach there. In this event, he decides to run seven kilometers to have a look at his shop. He feels devastated and is full of agony at the sight of the ruins of his shop. He has lost ‘two years of scrimping and saving, twenty years of dreams - all wiped away in twenty seconds’ (108). One lakh and ten thousand was a big amount for him.

Govind’s main passion was his business. Love for cricket and love for Vidhya are the other major passions in his life. From the beginning of the novel, he finds that he is passionately devoted to cricket. The novel opens with 4th ODI at Vadodara played between India and South Africa on 17th March 2000, whereas, it concludes with an SMS from Govind about Ali’s successful innings as a batsman:

Ish bowls and Ali

Ali moves fwd and turns

Straight 6 ……! (258 Epilogue II)

Although, Govind does not play cricket, he is in love with the most popular game like other youths of India. Govind likes cricket because ‘there is so much maths in it’. He spends his valuable time watching a cricket match on T.V, leaving aside all important things. Secondly, he puts his everything - body, mind and money in encouraging and reforming Ali’s game. Thirdly, he begins his business a cricket shop since it is a most popular game in Belrampur.

Other passion can significantly be noted in his love-affair with Vidya. It can be seen as the other extreme of his business passion. He deeply feels for her. However, in the beginning his love appears to be confined to the body of the beloved. Like his business, he loves her for getting the benefit. Govind is undoubtedly emotional in nature. After his physical relations with Vidya, he becomes desperate: “I did not know why, but I had tears in my eyes. May be I felt scared. May be because I never knew it would be possible for me to feel like this. May be because I had betrayed my best friend (202).

Similarly, we can notice his passion when Ali needs to be operated. Govind is ready to give every rupee of his three years saving. It is another thing that Ish denies it saying his labours are dishonest. No doubt, Govind is selfish and commits many mistakes but he is not dishonest. He gives his monetary help saying ‘I don’t only care about money, I care about Ali too’ (254). Govind’s character is controlled entirely by the overwhelming emotions. In spite of this shift, we can say that his prominent passion is for business that leads him to be highly ambitious: “My dream was more realistic, I would start slow and then glow my business. From a turnover of thousands, to lakhs, to crores and then hundreds of crores” (12). Govind has a realistic dream and also a perfect plan to develop his business.

The title of the novel has association with Govind’s life. These three mistakes are Govind’s mistakes. He has to suffer because of them and is frustrated in life. It seems that he is like J.Alfred Prufrock, measuring life with coffee spoons. His first mistake is investing the money in the mall which unfortunately collapses in the earthquake of 26th January. This is his first mistake, which he considers a very serious mistake. The pressure of debts and shattered dreams makes him fall sick. In that situation Vidya helps him to recover. He feels that making love to and to indulge in intimate relationship with Vidya is the second mistake of his life and the third mistake is the delay of a moment to save the kid Ali from Violent Mama’s trident at the cost of his own life. Finally he manages to save Ali’s life. He feels very sad and realizes that he has lost his both dear friends. Omi is dead and Ishaan goes away taking Ali, because of his second and third mistakes. He becomes very frustrated and tends to commit suicide. Govind is a very sensitive man with a pure mind. The novelist tracks him down to the hospital and saves his life and helps the friends to reconcile after three year’s gap.

Life begins on a small note for the three friends. They got down to their work and act diligently. They open up a cricket shop in the temple campus, which belongs to Omi’s family. This seems to be a very odd place to start their business, but their innovative nature teaches them to be good marketing people. Their genius is shown in their business and it is from here that they make it to a level, where they can dream big. The little difficulties faced in business kept them together and helped them restore their business with even better dynamism. All three of them have their dreams to fulfill but the difference lies in the fact that Govind speaks about it in front of the public, whereas Ishaan and Omi are not so bold like Govind so it was very hard for them to open up their minds in public. Govind’s goal is to make money; Ishaan desires to foster Ali, a gifted batsman; Omi just wants to be with his friends. During the course of the novel, the characters have to deal with religious politics, unacceptable love and their mistakes.

Ishaan is the other important character of this novel. His prominent passion is cricket. He is so passionate for this game that for him “against cricket (even) life is second priority” (P.3). His deep feelings are seen in these words of the narrator. “Dancing after an Indian victory was a ritual we had started when we were eleven, one that should have stopped by thirteen. However, here we were of twenty one jigging like juveniles” (P.6).

Ishaan’s father works in the telephone exchange. He wants his son to go to the National defence Academy. However, Ishaan has least interest in it, and so he runs away. Whereas Govind is sincere in his studies, Ishaan and Omi often ‘ran to the park at every opportunity’ (7).  Especially Ishaan loves cricket more than anything else. It is perhaps because of his inclination towards this game, that he becomes a partner with Govind and Omi in the cricket shop. However, unlike Govind, he has no pragmatic passion. He is a bit emotional. Ishaan undoubtedly is a ‘champion batsman of Belrampur’. (14) But he is not practical. In comparison, Govind is very pragmatic with his passion. He decisively declares his mother: ‘I don’t want to be an engineer, Mom. My heart is in business’ (13). For Ishaan, it is utterly unclear as to what he is going to do, so he immediately accepts Govind’s proposal of joining him as a business partner. 

Omi is the third figure of this trinity. His father is the priest in Swami Nathan temple, which belongs to Omi’s mom’s family for generations. Therefore, it is clear that he would become the priest after his father. He lives in religious atmosphere of Hinduism; Omi appears to be influenced by the thoughts of Bittoo Mama and Parekh-ji. However, it is doubtful whether religion is his true passion. “If Ishaan’s passion was cricket and my (Govind’s) passion was business, was Omi’s passion religion? Or may be like most people, he was confused and trying to find his passion” (69). It appears outwardly that religion is his passion. He has got a ‘sense of passion and importance’ (69) through Parekh-ji’s teaching. However, it is obvious that his passion for religion is not an obsession. Govind, Ishaan and Omi who are the principal characters in the novel are indeed motivated by their different passions. Whereas Govind and Ishaan have obsessive passions, Omi learns to live with the changes in his life.

Chetan Bhagat portrays how the psyche of the youth is affected by various contemporary issues to problems of the nation. The novel clearly depicts how the religion based political events affects the lives of common man especially the youth. Govind and Ishaan are not keen on the issue of religion but Omi and Omi’s Mama are very particular about their religion. Omi became interested in religion only because of his family background. Omi’s Mama saw him as a prospective national leader who will Promote Hinduism or the political issues that is Gujarat politics which will revolve round Hinduism.
On the surface we may find that the themes dealt by Bhagat are the basic ones, the same repeated ideas which one finds in movies and gossip are seen in this novel. Bhagat actually finds that everybody in the world is worried and they have so many questions in mind but they don’t find any solution. There are students who feel sick when it comes to studies and their performance at college are not so good, and there are some who wants to make it into their career through studies and their knowledge. Bhagat’s characters are real. They have their own dreams and aspirations and the whole huge world to face and strive against to shape their future lives. It is not only the matter of money but a lot more. These characters are quiet simple; they grow with the time, they commit follies, and sometimes act as fools but eventually they succeed.

This novel deals with different colours of passion such as love, anger, hatred and faith. Passion, as Bhagat shows in this novel is the essence of human life without which life would be without any direction. This novel has three main themes - business, cricket and religion. Through the three young men at the centre of this novel, the author presents a spectacularly beautiful spectrum of the passions.

This novel is purely the play of passion from the very beginning to the end. Through the three central figures of the novel, the novelist has exquisitely expressed multiple colors of passion, where Govind Patel, the protagonist of the novel is obsessed with his undaunted passion for business, his friends Omi and Ishaan show their passionate attachment to religion and cricket respectively. Thus, the prominence of passion is the main thematic concern in this novel. 

The roots of this passion are deeply developed from his poor economic status. His love for business develops when he sees the growth of the money. Money brings to him not only luxury but also respect in society. 
“My love for business began when I first started tuitions. It was amazing to see money build up. With money came not only things like coolers and sofas but also the most important stuff-respect”. (11)
Indian youth’s love and craze for cricket is commented by Ishaan, who doesn’t get any support from his family. Despite this discouraging atmosphere at home, he dares to coach the students in the city. Cricket is also part of their business because their shop sells cricket material. Ishaan supports Ali’s talents and is extremely concerned with Ali’s cricket career. Govind is just another youth who loves Mathematics and has good talent in business. He renders financial help to his mom by teaching mathematics. The novel also has a subtle relation between Govind and vidya, Isha’s sister. Their romance is a wonderful part of the novel and adds to the beauty of it. Vidya is a bold young lady representing the women folk of her age. She has her own identity and she’s very keen in asserting her own feelings and opinions.

Govind, Ishaan and Omi are young men who are whipped with political acts like Godhra mishap and communal riots. This is quite clear that the young generation is against religious politics and wants to think globally. Govind is shattered with natural calamity i.e. earthquake and its consequences losing the money that he had invested in the mall and also he has tensed relationship with his friends. He gets frustrated by all this and tends to think that these would remain as unresolved questions of his life and considers that suicide is the only way to escape from all his tension.

Chetan himself has said in the symbiosis speech 
“I have told you three things - reasonable goals, balance and  
not taking it too seriously that will nurture the spark. However, there are four storms in life that will threaten to completely put out the flame. These must be guarded against. These are disappointment, frustration, unfairness and loneliness of purpose”. 
 Young India is learning its lessons and becoming mature. Though it is disconcerted, the young generation has a ray of hope in the novel. By keeping the storyline simple and easily relatable and identifiable by the urban youth, Chetan makes The Three Mistakes of My Life the most readable novel (Nayak 105).

The youth is the period of discovery and dreams. India has the largest youth population in the world today. The entire world is just eyeing India to have the largest source of technical manpower. The outside world looks at the Indian youth as a source of talent but for a low costs for their future super profits. But if only the Indian youth make up their minds and work in close unity with working class people, then they can hold the political powers in their hands. The Indian youth has the power to make our country from a developing nation to a developed nation.

The youth hopes for a world which is free from poverty, unemployment, inequality and exploitation of man by the man; a world free from discrimination on the grounds of race, colour, language and gender; a world full of creative challenges and opportunities to conquer all the dreams and passions. But we have to convert all these hopes into reality, and that is what Chetan Bhagat wants to bring out through his three novels. Chetan Bhagat in his novels The Three mistakes of My Life, One Night at the Call Center, Five Point Someone and Revolution 2020 brought out the feeling of youth who are trying to fulfill their passions and dreams.

The role of the youth is the most important one for the development of his country. The youths should aspire to become entrepreneurs rather than mere workers. The youth play a vital role in elimination of terrorism. The youth’s participation is important because youth are the country’s power.

Youth are influenced by three major aspects: intellectual, globalization and westernization, and Chetan Bhagat efficiently presented then. Chetan Bhagat is usually regarded as the poster boy of Indian middle class. Story teller in him gives all the necessary ingredients to the reader in a right quantity including love, politics, business and competition. Bhagat is regarded as the rock star of Indian youths. Many company attributed him as 'The voice of India's raising entrepreneurial class’. Bhagat has touched a nerve with young Indian readers and acquired almost cult status. Bhagat plays a vital role in promoting Indian-English literature among ordinary people. Bhagat in all his novels effectively brings out the problems of modern youths and how they try to solve them.
Bhagat is the author who influences the Indian readers. He became the most favourite writer among the common people mainly the youth. Bhagat has created his own community and they wait eagerly for his novels. The lives and problems of the ordinary people is the major theme of Chetan's novels. He conveys the dreams of the youths and the shattering of such desires through his novel. He uses Simple language. The reader's can follow his writing easily even without the help of a dictionary. Chetan has entered in to the writing field after reading so many books. He knows the chemistry to entertain the youth and what the young generation wants. The youth can see certain characters and situations which may have resemblances with their own life.

The Three Mistakes Of My Life shows the contemporary India which is easily relatable and identifiable by the Urban Youth of modern India. With the simple and lucid language the author relates it with existing facts; Chetan has definitely made an excellent effort to make his readers stick to the novel till the end. It has simple plot with three average youths Govind, Ishaan and Omi who try to establish themselves as entrepreneurs.

CHAPTER-5

SUMMATION

The world has shrunk into a global village with all its culture, social and political differences disappearing. Due to the development of technology the IT sectors are developing on a grand scale offering opportunities for all the educated youth. In India cities like Bangalore and Gurgaon Delhi have been prospering with the establishment of BPO’s, call centers, and the IT sectors. There are migrations of large portions of the village dwellers that they come to these cities in search of jobs and for a better opportunities, livelihood and better standard of living.

The Call centres in India are broadly classified under IT– BPO category. Roughly 60–65% of IT-BPO services fall within the call centre spaces and 35–40% are back office activities. Major call centre companies in India are located in Bangalore, Mumbai, and in the National Capital Region of Delhi. Now new IT-BPO companies are emerging in Pune, Kolkata, Chennai and Hyderabad. Most of the call centre employees do back office processing work for the US, UK, Australian and other domestic markets. From 2003 to 2008 the employment in IT-BPO services increased from 180,000 to about 704,000, and it reached about 1.4 million by the end of 2010. The information technology and business process outsourcing (IT & BPO) sector today accounts for 6% of the country’s GDP, according to a recently concluded study survey.


The study estimates that by 2020, the sector will account for 10% of the country’s GDP and 14% of the total services sector revenues. The sector contributed to 10% of the country’s service sector revenues, its unique service-led export oriented model contributed 9% of the country’s incremental GDP. The per capita GDP contribution of IT-BPO employees is 80 times that of agriculture. The industry grew twice as fast as the total Indian exports over the past decade and contributed 14% of the country’s total exports.

  From the period between 1983 to 2004-05, the share of agriculture in GDP drastically reduced from 37% to 21%. In the same period the share of manufacturing in GDP remained largely stagnant (14% in 1983 to 15.1% in 2004-05); while the share of services in GDP recorded a sharp increase from 38.6% to 53%. The service sector therefore has attained the dominance in the economy. The increase in employment in the service sector is also very low in comparison to increase in its share of GDP. The employment in the service sector increased from 17.6% in 1983 to 24.8% in 2004-05. According to National Sample Survey estimates (2004), the employment in computer-related activities accounted for only 0.2% of the work force, and all business services including financial intermediation, and real estate, renting and business activities, accounted only for 1.7% of the workforce.

The workers in the BPOs are generally called agents. Over 80% of BPO workers are in the age group of 20-25 years. Women workers constitute 40-50% of the workforce. Workers are generally recruited as probationers for 6-12 months. Only a very small portion of these probationers are absorbed as regular workers. Studies have reported that as high as 38% workers in BPOs are probationers or on project-based engagement. Moreover, in the BPO sector, permanent status can not be equated with job security. The permanent workers are also thrown out of their jobs as easily as the temporary workers. The only difference between the two categories of workers is that permanent workers get social security benefits and leave entitlements. Studies have found a very small portion of workers working in the BPOs for more than two years.
In India BPO workers are comparatively better paid than other industrial sectors. The monthly salary of BPO workers ranges from Rs. 8,000 to Rs. 15,000 equivalent to US$178-US$334. The major problem that BPO workers face is that they are virtually compelled to work like slaves. Using Automated Call Distribution (ACD) technology, the firms keep the free time between calls to the barest minimum. Moreover, the workers and their work are continuously monitored with the help of specially designed software and closed circuit cameras. This monitoring is not only at the workplace but also outside the workplace. The workers are always under psychological pressure. The other major problem is difficulty in getting leave. The regular workers also can not go on leave without permission, even when they face sickness. However, they are eligible for 10-11 days of leave in a year. But probationers or other temporary workers who form almost 40% of the workforce are not eligible for any leave except casual leave. Moreover BPO workers, whether regular or temporary, do not get any leave on national holidays and festivals. The issue of leaves is so crucial that sometimes it becomes a reason to resign.

In Chaten Bhagats novel, One Night At The Call Center, is set predominately in an Indian call center in Gurgaon a satellite of Delhi known for its concentration of multinational companies. This novel is a story of six employees working in a call center, and how they work in a night shift and the problems faced by them in life. All the characters are so busy in their jobs that they don’t have time for attending any functions. Bhagat introduces the character of God and the phone call from God, just to bring a twist in the novel. God gives advice to each of the character as how to solve the problems and improve their lives, both long term problems and the immediate danger. The conversation with God motivates the group to such an extent that they are ready to face problems with utmost determination and motivation. Through the character of God, Bhagat gives a message to the youth of today that we should not blindly follow the American culture. The youth must listen to the inner call.
The climax of the novel is a near-death experience in which God intervenes to save the six from certain death on condition that: 

You chose to close your eyes for three minutes. Think about what you really want and what you need to change in your life to get it. Then, once you get out of hear, act on those changes. (Bhagat, 228). 

If God sounds a little like a motivational speaker in the above quotation, this resemblance is enhanced when God outlines the “four things a person needs for success”: “a medium amount of intelligence”; “a bit of imagination”; “self confidence” and the experience of failure (232-33).  God uses this technological self-help guide to persuade the central characters to make positive changes to their personal life, in the case of the two more mature characters, Radhika and Military uncle, to become self-employed entrepreneurs, in the case of the two young men, Shyam and Varun, or in the case of the socially useful career paths. These outcomes only partly depend on their leaving their current positions as call- center agents. The justification for this outcome is presumably to demonstrate the protagonist’s charisma and acumen but also to demonstrate their concern for those “agents with kids, families and responsibilities in life” (250).


God gives them all necessary solution to come to life again, “remember Bakshi is not your boss, the ultimate boss is me. And I am with you. So what are you afraid of? God said” (234) a great deal of homily going on and finally everyone got the solution, 

“I think you need to understand how my system works. You see, I have a contract with all human beings. You do your best, and every now and then, I will come behind to give you a bonus push. But it has to begin with you.” (235) 

everyone in this novel meets a happy ending, not only the characters but also the readers. As a clear the purpose of the fiction is to give pleasure, Bhagat also gives a happy ending, which gives entertainment to the readers. As it is pointed out that to enrich the novel Bhagat has used a flash back technique, he has used amazing ways to fulfil the requirement of all kinds of readers.   

The modern generation is remembered for its spirit of revolt, a reaction against the older generation, for its crude inconsis​tencies of behaviour and its irrational thought and action. There is a wide gap between the expectations, values, standards, dreams, and ideals of the old and the young. This phenomenon is universal, of course in varying degrees.

In India, as all over the world, the younger generation is ambitious and full of enthusiasm. The youth is against all anti-social and anti-national elements. These elements must be removed from India. The economic offences like tax hoarding, black-marketing and smuggling are in​tolerable to young people. The younger people are fed up with the present shape of democracy, they want a clean democracy, where the rights of the people will be equal and justice will be ensured to both the rich and the poor alike.

The youth can play a vital role in the implementation of elimination of terrorism. The country will prosper if the energy, intelligence and resources of youth are fully and properly utilized. The youth have to compete with sporting spirit. The Internationalism is prevailing in the cricketing world. With the start of any cricket tournament, no matters which team wins, Cricket wins, Youthfulness wins.
The youth need to aspire for entrepreneurship rather than conventional employment. The hopes of young people can be fulfilled only in conditions of peace, only in a civilized and cooperative world order. Young people are full of vibrant ideas. Young people have energy to try out things and have the patience to learn from mistakes. Giving them opportunities to plan, to decide and to work prepares them to face harsh realities in life. The youth participation is important because youth are the country's power. Youth recognize problems and can solve them. Youth are strong forces in social movements. They educate children about their rights. They help other young people attain a higher level of Intellectual ability and to become qualified adults. The youth of today is the only force which can put an end to these politicians’s injustice.

Chetan Bhagat in his novel The Three Mistakes of My life he shows the youth and their passions, the real like events like Gujarat earthquakes, India- Australia cricket series and Gujarat riots are cleverly woven into the  story which makes it more relevant to our regular life. We realize that the characters in the novel discreetly become part of our own life. It’s witty style and easy language that capture our mind. This novel deals with the young Indians and the trials and tribulations in their life. Three mistakes cover the big canvass of three young men and it does not limit itself to the elite class in India or the IT persons like those working in the call center.

Modern young generation and its reactions to the political, social and personal issues are the main concern of the novelist. Youth is the important section of the society who will bind the nation. Bhagat has developed a peculiar style in this novel. He receives an email from a certain Ahmedabad based businessman who was just going to commit suicide at the beginning of the novel because of his unsuccessful attempts to cope up with the problems of his life.


Five point Someone is about three boys in IIT who can’t cope with the system. Their poor grade point average brands them as the underperformers of IIT society, the three did not give much importance to and the tests, assignments the only thing they hold important is for friends, love, dreams and responsibilities. How important are grades or broadly speaking, how important is success compared to other aspects of your life. The writing style is extremely informal. It is referred as to modern English, the authors idea is to write as people talk in college age. The author does not use any flowery language; no tough words are used to search in a dictation, no set rules. It is the language of real people. The novel starts with a disclaimer, “This is not a book to teach you how to get into IIT or even how to live in college. In fact, it describes how screwed up things can get if you don’t think straight.” (12)
Three hostel mates – Alok, Hari and Ryan get off to a bad start at IIT. They screw up the first class quiz. And while they try to make solve things only get worse. It takes them a while to realize: If you try and screw with the IIT system, it comes back to double screw you. Before they know it, they are at the lowest touch with the IIT society. They have a five-point-something GPA out of ten, ranking near the end of their class. This GPA is a tattoo that will remain with them, and come in the way of anything else that matters, their friendship, their future, their love life. While the world expects IITians to conquer the world, these guys are struggling to survive.
