In the testing, the programs are constructed and tested in small segments.

  

 When the ASP had been integrated with C#.Net the ASP tags were tested and corrected according to the C#.Net requirements. When two modules were integrated, certain errors occurred for the declarative part for all commands being passed. These errors were rectified and all the units were integrated one by one and the testing was done at each integration stage and changes were made immediately and after the complete integration.
