CHAPTER – I

1.1 INTRODUCTION
CAPITAL MARKET
A capital market is a market for securities, debt or equity, where business enterprises and governments can raise long-term funds. It is defined as a market in which money is provided for periods longer than a year, as the raising of short-term funds takes place on other markets. The capital market includes the stock market or equity market and the bond market or debt market.

The Indian capital market has witness a tremendous growth. There is an explosion of investor interest and equity guilt emerged in statutory legislations has helped the capital market. Capital formation is an integral part of economic growth and development that plays an important role in economic theory of production and distribution. It is assumed that capital accumulation with a positive correlation and additions to stock of capital can facilitate faster growth rate. 
Indian capital market has been receiving global attention, especially from sound investors, due to improvement in macroeconomic fundamentals. The presence of a great pool of skilled labour and the rapid integration with the world economy increased India’s global competitiveness. No wonder, the global ratings agencies Moody’s and Fitch have awarded India with investment grade ratings, indicating comparatively lower sovereign risks. 

Capital markets may be classified as primary markets and secondary markets. In

Primary markets, new stock or bond issues are sold to investors via a mechanism known as underwriting. In the secondary markets, existing securities are sold and bought among investors or traders, usually at securities exchange and over-the-counter exchange.
Traditionally growth rate depends upon growth of industrial, agriculture and service sector but stock market is also one of the major sectors for capital formation and has direct impact on the economy across the world. Hence, stock market in developing economies such as India is also growing very fast and it is estimated that Indian stock market is a trillion-dollar industry. Recently the Indian stock market is witnessing heightened activities and is increasingly gaining importance. 
STOCK MARKET
The stock market is a glorious demonstration of the laws of supply and demand. In classical economics, prices rise where there are more buyers than sellers, and vice versa. The share price indicates an imbalance between buyers and sellers.
Share market in Indian started functioning in 1875. The name of the first share trading association in India was Native Share and Stock Broker's Association, which later came to be known as Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE). This association kicked off with 318 members. Indian Share Market mainly consists of two stock exchanges namely Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) & National Stock Exchange (NSE).
1. Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE)

Bombay Stock Exchange is the oldest stock exchange not only in India but in entire Asia. Its history is synonymous with that of the Indian Share Market history. BSE started functioning with the name, The Native Share and Stock Broker's Association in 1875. It got Government of India's recognition as a stock exchange in 1956 under Securities Contracts (Regulation) Act, 1956. At the time of its origin it was an Association of Persons but now it has been transformed to a corporate and demutualised entity. BSE is spread all over India and is present in 417 towns and cities. The total number of companies listed in BSE is around 3500. The main index of BSE is called BSE SENSEX or simply SENSEX. It is composed of 30 financially sound company stocks, which are liable to be reviewed and modified from time-to-time.
2. National Stock Exchange (NSE)

National Stock Exchange (NSE) founded although late than BSE, is currently the leading stock exchange in India in terms of total volume traded. It is also based in Mumbai but has its presence in over 1500 towns and cities. In terms of market capitalization, NSE is the second largest bourse in South Asia. National Stock Exchange got its recognition as a stock exchange in July 1993 under Securities Contracts (Regulation) Act, 1956. The products that can be traded in NSE are: -

NSE's leading index is Nifty 50 or popularly Nifty and is composed of 50 diversified benchmark Indian company stocks. Nifty is constructed on the basis of weighted average market capitalization method.

Hindustan Motors Limited(HML), India’s flagship company of the C.K.Birla Group was established just before Indian Independence, in 1942 by Mr. B.M.Birla of the industrious Birla family. Operations started in a small plant in Port Okha near Gujarat, the Manufacturing facilities later moved to Uttarpara, West Bengal in 1948, where it began the production of the Ambassador. The company was the largest car manufacturer in India before Maruti Udyog.
The Baby Hindustan was produced in 1950 based on the Morris Minor and the Hindustan 14. In 1954, the production of Land master started, this car was based on the Morris Oxford. In 1957, a tools line of the Series 3 Morris Oxford was transferred to India. The Production of Ambassador started in 1958.

From 1958 to 1993 the Ambassador (“Amby”) was fitted with a 1,489 cc engine. In 1993, as a result of emission regulations, a 1,800 cc lsuzu engine was fitted to the 1800 1SZ model. In 1978 a diesel engine model of the car became available. As of 2004, nearly four million ambassador cars have been sold. Between 1982 and 2002, the company also made the Contessa, which was another popular car sold in India. The company produced the 1817 cc 88 hp petrol and 2 litre diesel engine versions of the Contessa.

Bennet, James A.et.al (2001) have conducted a study on “can money flow predict is defined as the difference between up stick and down stick dollar trading volume. The study says that despite little published research regarding its usefulness, the measure has become an increasingly popular technical indicator because of its own means. The study summarizes its most important finding that money flow appears to predict across – sectional variation in future returns. Their predictive ability is sensitive, however, to the method of money flow measurement (eg. The exclusion or inclusion of block trades) an the forecast horizon.
Daigler Robert T.et.al., (1981) have conducted a study on the development and testing of trading of trading rule on the new York stock exchange which are based on the discriminate function. The study analysis the ability of daily technical indicators to predict future changes in the “standard and poor’s 500 index”. The study also signifies that the technical indicators possess predictive ability to the extent that inventor’s possess predictive ability to the extent that investors believe they contain information on Future market developments, and/or to the extent that the indicators reflect changing expectations among market participants. The study summarizes that the initial analysis of the relationship between daily technical data and future market movements is accomplished by examining the statistical differences between the group means(computed via the usual F test apply to the group means estimated from the discriminate function) of predicted “up days” versus predicted “down days” (“up” and “down” days are define shortly the statistical analysis is extended by classifying the observations into groups).
Micko Tanaka Yamawaki et.Al., (2007) have conducted a study on the Adaptive      use of technical indicators for predicting the Inra-day price movements. The researcher has proposed a system to select the best combination of technical indicators and their parameter values adaptively by learning the patterns from the tick-wise financial data. In this paper, the researcher has shown that this system give good predictions on the directors of motion with the hittin rate at 10 ticks ahead of the decision point a hi as 70% for foreign exchange rates (FX) in five years from kl1996 to 2000 and eight different  stock prices in NYSE market in 1993 the study concludes that the tick-wise price series carry a long memory of the order of  least a few minutes, which is equivalent to 10 ticks.
Watchel (1942) reported seasonality in stock returns for the first time. Rozeff and
Kinney (1976) documented the January effect in New York Exchange stocks for the period 1904 to 1974. They found that average return for the month of January was higher than other months implying pattern in stock returns. Keim (1983) along with seasonality also studied size effects in stock returns. He found that returns of small firms were significantly higher than large firms in January month and attributed this finding to tax-loss-selling and information hypothesis. A similar conclusion was found by Reinganum (1983), however, he was of the view that the entire seasonality in stock returns cannot be explained by tax-loss-selling hypothesis.
Gultekin and Gultekin (1983) examined the presence of stock market seasonality in sixteen industrial countries. Their evidence shows strong seasonalities in the stock market due to January returns, which is exceptionally large in fifteen of sixteen countries. Brown et al. (1985) studied the Australian stock market seasonality and found the evidence of December-January and July- August seasonal effects, with the latter due to a June-July tax year. However, Raj and Thurston (1994) found that the January and April effects are not statistically significant in the NZ stock market. Mill and Coutts (1995) studied calendar effect in FTSE 100, Mid 250 and 350 indices for the period 1986 and 1992. They found calendar effect in FTSE 100. Ramcharan (1997), however, didn’t find seasonal effect in stock returns of Jamaica. Choudhary (2001) reported January effect on the UK and US returns but not in German returns.
A Finance Ministry Study(1997) reveals a complete collapse of primary share issues made in the past two years. The study is based on primary share issues made by 2012 companies between April 1994 and March 1996, of which 1450 companies had been trading below their par value. Besides, 903 companies were trading below Rs.5/- per share. The study shows that the total loss at current price (taken in Oct 19960 over the highest price recorded by these companies is about Rs.14000 crore. Shares of 825 of these companies are traded very infrequently and many of them are not being traded at all.
The Review of the available literature shows that although there are a number of studies on the different aspects of capital market, there is no specific comprehensive study on the attitudes, aspirations and perceptions of individual investors. The present study is an attempt to fill this gap to a certain extent.

3.2 Data and Sources of data 


Secondary data is used for the analysis .The internet has been used for the data collection. The data also obtained by the national stock exchange website (www.nscindia.in) for the purpose of this analysis the three months share prices of selected companies included in National Stock Exchange were taken and their price movement are computed and studied. 
3.3 Time period covered


The daily share prices of the selected mention companies were taken for a period of  nearly three months from 1st November 2012 to 31st January 2013. The high and low prices of shares were taken and the future price movements were analyzed.
3.4 Tools and techniques of Data analysis
· Simple Moving Average
A Moving Average(sometimes shortened to the initials MA) is a method of technical analysis which is used to identify long term, medium term or short term trends by smoothing out the way price movements are graphically represented. Moving averages are normally expressed by way of the number of pervious days data which is used to calculate the moving average. As with most technical analysis tools, moving averages can be used for most financial instruments including stocks and shares, currencies, bonds etc.

There are several different type of moving average including simple, Exponential, Weighted and Triangular Moving Averages.


Use and Calculation of a Simple Moving Average:



A certain number of previous day’s price information is used in calculation of a moving average, To calculate 5 day moving average of  the closing price of a particular stock simply add up all the closing price for each of the past 5 days, then divide that total by 5. The following day, the new day’s price is taken into consideration but the oldest day drops out of the calculations, and a new Moving Average is calculated.

The Moving Average for longer-term periods slows the longer-term trends and movements upwards and downwards are more gradual than the shorter term (eg 10 day Moving Average). A way of using Moving Averages is to look for times when the stock price crosses a longer-term Moving Average and use this as a buy or sell indicator. When a short-term Moving Average crosses the line of a long-term Moving Average can sometimes be thought of as a buy or sell sign. Moving averages can also be used in conjunction with other technical indicators to produce buy or sell signals.

· Standard Deviation
Is a  measure of the dispersion of a set of data from its mean. The more spread apart the data, the higher the deviation. Standard deviation is calculated as the square root of variance. 
Standard deviation is a statistical measurement that sheds light on historical volatility. For example, a volatile stock will have a high standard deviation while the deviation of a stable blue chip stock will be lower. A large dispersion tells us how much the return on the fund is deviating from the expected normal returns.
. Standard Deviation (SD) compares the returns on fund and estimates the future volatility of an investment. Depending on the past information it estimates the future, higher the SD more volatile and risky the investment is estimated to be. SD is used by many investment companies as it gives a useful warning sign.  
SD could be an important tool for investors mostly for 2 reasons, it helps to understand how much riskier the investment could be, the more it fluctuates the more risky it tends to be. SD helps to compare all different funds in a portfolio. 

Secondly it estimates funds which are more volatile in past are estimated to be more volatile in future, SD helps to understand the future volatility. SD is used to estimate the variety of different areas such as estimate market risk, credit risk, etc. (H. Mausser & D. Rosen, 2000). The more the available data the more accurate the SD could be estimated. SD could never be negative and is given in percentage. SD could only be 0% if the fund doesn’t vary.
Calculation Of Standard Deviation

The basic formula to calculate SD is

X = the mean or average

∑ = sum across the values

N = number of values

Advantages of Standard Deviation
· SD is computationally easy to work than any other technical method.
· Proof and application of various risk-return investment principles are typically simpler to derive using SD as a measure of risk.
· SD helps to estimate how bad the investment could perform during bad times and maximum how much could it earn in good times.
· Higher the SD estimates high risk, more volatile and high expected earnings.
Disadvantages of Standard Deviation

· SD discriminates against investment with volatility on the upside. It assumes that investors dislike risk.
· The returns on investment are distributed normally.
· The utility function of investors is quadratity.
· Money Flow Index
MFI is a more rigid indicator in its volume – weighted, and therefore a good measure of the strength money flowing in and out of security. It compares “positive money flow” to create an indicator that can be compared to price in order to identify the strength or weakness of a trend.
Calculation of Money Flow Index
Money Flow Index = 100-(100/(1+Money Ratio))

Positive/Negative Money Flow = Today Money Flow – Yesterday Money Flow

Money Flow = Typical Price * Total Traded Quantity

Money Flow Index Interpretation

Money Flow Index reading of under 20 in the indicates that the stock or shares are oversold and represents a possible buying opportunity, Conversely, a MFI value of over 80 is considered to be an overbought indicator, and is a sign to consider selling.
