5. SYSTEM DESIGN

The essential idea behind developing this project is to make the spectators extraordinarily understable and interesting to know about the details of the Avinashilingam Deemed University. It is obvious that to educate one, we must capture their attention. Using multimedia, even a child could be hooked on to a subject and would be enjoying the entire learning process, which is the very essence of the education.

Primarily, the entire process was started off with collecting extensive information about the Avinashilingam Deemed University and beyond it from various sources of the University. Video shooting correlating to the information collected about the University are performed. 

The video clippings are taken and captured using Matrox RT.X100 Xtreme Pro, which is a video editing tool and edited according to the presentation need. The voice for the presentation is recorded and edited according to the storyboard of the presentation and the audio tracks are inserted during the editing stage. 

The music is incorporated and edited according to the voice recording and the video capturing. All these edited video files, audio files and music file are finally brought together with 3D animations, 2D animations, still animation, images and text. The entire presentation is done using the multimedia softwares given in the previous section. 
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System Development
6. SYSTEM DEVELOPMENT

The project entitled “Video Presentation For Avinashilingam Deemed University” is presented to make the spectators and the students for learning the interesting glimpses about Avinashilingam Institute for Home Science and Higher Education for Women -Deemed University. The important facts about Avinashilingam Deemed University are conveyed through a video movie, which will be educative and engrossing to the spectators.

Before getting into the making of the video movie, one must follow certain important steps. They are :

· The whole idea is put into shape as a story.

· This is divided into scenes.

· Based on these scenes, the video clippings must be decided.

· Based on the storyboard voice is recorded and edited.

· According to the scenes audio and video are clubbed together.

Once the storyboard is decided, video clippings are then taken. The video clipping is captured using Adobe Premiere Pro 1.5, which is a video editing tool with Matrox RT.X100 Xtreme Pro. 

Voice is recorded using Cool Edit Pro 2.1 and edited according to the storyboard. Music are selected as per the voice and edited with escalating volume bass using the software Sound Forge 5. 
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The 3D model for the text background is created using 3D Studio Max 5 and the logo animation was designed using Flash 5 2D animation software. They modeled to the right size and given appropriate materials to give them the real effect. Video post setting available in the software is used to give the 3D models to make them appear as real ones.

All these 3D modeling and 2D modeling animations are used in the appropriate scenes and animated individually. These animated files are rendered as video files to be later put together in the editing software.

The text material to go with the movie is collected from various books, encyclopedia and from multimedia websites. These text materials is studied in detail and condensed into crisp notes. 

Adobe Premiere 6.0 is the software used for rendering special effects to the video clippings. 

Adobe Photoshop 7.0 is the software used for creating the textures, titles, backgrounds and images. Certain unique features of the software are used to make them look clear and bright with higher resolution. Photoshop is also used for editing the images in an eye-catching way.

All the rendered video clippings for the scenes are brought into Adobe Premiere 6.0. The scenes are put into different projects, along with the audio text material and a background music track. 
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The animation and the audio text are edited to correctly coincide with each other. The editing work in the project has been put to render into an audio video file in the .avi format and then to movie file (MPEG). This has been applied to all the scenes.

Once the rendering of the entire work is completed, the movie files are arranged in sequence as scenes. Transitions are given in between the scenes to make the changes look more gradual and more natural. Finally this project file is rendered into the movie along with the background music track in .mpg format with a bit rate of 5120, which runs uniformly throughout the movie.
