Novel features of this book:

1. Being bound with removable clips permitting removal and replacement of any design, tracing is 
facilitated.

2. Further, as the designs are so impressed that they show clearly at the back, the design can be 
traced at the back with a soft pencil and this drawing can be transferred to the cloth by waxing.the...cloth with 
a piece of candle, laying the design sheet with the pencil drawing touching the 
of a smooth teaspoon, with a little pressure over the lines of the design.

Some Do’s and Don’ts.
Some Do’s:

When working a line or stem etc., stitches should be close and of uniform length and hi a perfect line, 
straight or curved -  For good work Raised embroidery is the best -  For scallops and borders Button -  Hole 
stitches are by far the best. With Raised embroidery it makes beautiful combination -  While trying a big 
design, try to introduce as many suitable stitches as possible -  For quick work Chain stitch is suitable -  Couching 
and Applique work are capable of producing good work. Even the tailor’s rags will give you good inexpensive 
selections for Applique work -  Use a needle just bigger than the thread. See that the thread fills up the hole 
made by the needle. -  For floral borders, Richelieu embroidery is the easiest and quickest. -  In embroiderying 
dresses, Net Applique is beautiful as well as quick and easy*

Some Don’ts:

When working do not draw the thread too tightly, especially when the cloth is thin, for either the 
cloth will pucker or the needle hole will be widened. This precaution is specially necessary in Chain Stitch -  
In Satin and Stem stitches, do not let the cloth show through between the stitches. Lay the stitches close and 
parallel without overlap -  In Raised embroidery, do not let the inner stitches show though anywhere -  In 
Applique work do not let the joint between the two cloth to be visible anywhere -  Do not attempt the fine 
points of a design with a thick thread -  Do not forget to iron out the finished work. Lay the embroidery face 
down on a very smooth polished surface, cover with a moderately wet thin cloth and iron the wrong side with 
a moderately heated iron. -  Do not waste time and money and thread on a worthless design. It pays you best 
to make a careful choice of a good book of designs, and select therefrom the designs suited to your taste. 
A GOOD BOOK OF DESIGNS IS THE BEST INVESTMENT FOR THE NEEDLEWORKER.

Brief Notes on Various Embroidery Stitches

1 . Ran Stitch:—Passes through the cloth up and down at regular intervals in a line.

2. Raised Embroidery:—Covering stitches of the same colour as the padding are laid close and across so as to 
completely cover the padding; * There should be no padding along the edges so that the covering stitches 
will assume a natural curve.

3. Back Stitch: —Needle goes down at 1, up at 2, again down at 1, up at 3, again down at 2 and so on.

-t. Seed Stitch:—Two back stitches placed side by side but scattered about.

,r). Cord Stitch:—A line of Back stitches closely covered over by straight stitches laid aero's.

0. Straight Stitch:—All stitches radiate from the centre-down at 1, up again at centre, down at 2 and so on.

7. Stem Stitch:—A row of small simple stitches laid slantingly across the line of the design.

8. Satin Stitch:—Simple stitches laid close and parallel to each other generally over and across a padding of 
stitches of the same colour.

9. Long and Short Stitch:—Simple stitches laid long and short alternatingly up at 1, down at 2, up at 3, 
down at 4 and so on.

10* Cross Stitch:—A row of stitches to right are finished from left to right. Then a row of cross stitches are 
laid across from right to left.

Herring Bone Stitch:—A modification of cross stitch-up at 1, down at 2, up at 3, down at 4, up at 5 
down at 6 and so on.

11.
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12. Chain Stitch:—The needle comes up at 1, lays a loop of thread on the cloth which is held down by the

left thumb, goes down again at 1, comes up at 2 over the loop thread and is tightened. The last loop is
fixed to the cloth by a back stitch.

13. Zig Zag Chain:—Loops of equal length are laid slantingly up and down.

14 . Broad Chain:—Up at 1, a loop laid and held down by thumb, down at 2, then without tightening, needle
is brought up at S, then a second loop over the loop thread, down at 4 and so on.

15. Lazy daisy Stitch:—Loops are laid in the form of flowers are leaves and tied down at top with back 
stitches.'

16. French Knot:—Insert needle into cloth, bring it ont just beyond, wind the thread twice or thrice rather 
loosely round the needle and holding the twisted thread lightly with the left hand draw the needle and 
thread lightly with the left hand draw the needle and thread carefully through the twists, tighten knot 
and insert the needle just behind to fix the knot.

17. Bullion Stitch:—The needle is wound round with thread, and drawing the needle through the twists. 
The spiral may be bent in the form of a petal.

18. Button-Hole Stitch:—The needle comes up at 1, a loop made, goes down at 2, comes up again a little to 
the right of 1 over the loop of thread and is tightened.

19. Fly Stitch:—Is an open chain stitch.

20. Feather Stitch:—Is a series of Button-Hole stitches worked slantingly from side to side up.

21. Double Feather Stitch:—Instead of one stitch this side and one that side, two stitches this side and two 
the other side are made.

22. Chevron Stitch:—First make the horizontal stitch 1, then from the middle of this stitch, make the slanting 
stitch 2, then bring the needle up a little to left and make the horizontal stitch 3, then bring the needle 
up where the stitch 2 ended i.e. the middle of stitch 3, make slanting stitch 4.

23. Couching:—Brightly coloured thread or Gold thread are laid over the cloth and covering them with 
various artistic stitches.

24. Applique:—In this, shapes cut out ot suitably coloured cloth take the place of needle made embroidery. 
Details may be added by embroidery stitches on the appliqued cloth. Velvet applique is highly pleasing.

25. Eyelet:—Made by piercing the cloth with thick needle and widening the hole a bit by drawing the thread, 
while working a ring of overcast stitches around the eyelet.

26 . Alphabets:— Are done in generally Satiu Stitch. Thin portions may be worked in Stem stitch. Letters 
may be worked in Cross stitch, Chain stitch or combination stitches.

27. Broderie Angalais:—This consists of an artistic arrangements of eyelets big and small, round and long, 
shaped like flowers and leaves. The edges of eyelets are worked in overcast stitches or Button-hole 
stitches.

28. Renaissance Embroidery:—Is the reserve of Broderie Angalais, in that the figures are retained but the blank 
portions of the cloth cut away. To support the figures, bars are worked by throwing a thick thread 
across and covering it Button-hole stitches.

29. Richelieu Embroidery:—Is similar to Renaissance emhroidery, only the bars are ornamented with picots. 
Picot is a small bullion stitch bent round.

30. Net Applique:—Similar to 28 and 29, but instead of bars to support the figures, a piece of net is stitched 
on to the back of cloth and the overcast stitches are made through both the cloth and net and the blank 
portion of the cloth only is cut away, leaving the net in place supporting the figures.
